Keeping Your Child Safe

During the course of the school year, we conduct numerous drills to keep your child safe.
Fire Drills are done once a week for the first 4 weeks of school and then once a month
until the end of the year. We also conduct L ock and Hide Drills, which are used in the
event there is an act of violence or potential threat of violence on campus. A Severe
Weather Dirill or Tornado Drill is done twice a year. We also conduct an Emergency Bus
Evacuation Drill in the fall and again in the spring. In preparation of the drills, all staff re-
ceive training. Students are instructed on what to do by both our leadership team and
their teachers.

In addition, we have a Safety Team in place that meets once a month. We also have a
positive school wide behavior plan in place (SPLASH) that addresses student safety and
well being.
